Envelopes (not padded; plastic windows okay)

Food & beverage cartons (e.g. juice boxes, milk, egg, frozen food)
Gift wrap (non-metallic, non-glitter}

Greeting cards

Kraft paper/envelopes (all colors; no plastic liners)

Magazines, brochures & catalogs

Mail & junk mail

Newspapers & inserts

Office paper (white & colors; staples okay but remove paper clips)
Pizza boxes {remove food & liners)

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PLASTIC — ACCEPTED:
Bottles & jugs (with or without caps attached); remove & discard pumps from spray bottles
Bottle caps (loose)
Containers {e.g. boxes, buckets, clamshells, crates, take-out, tubs, trays)
Lids
Plates, bowls & utensils (clean)
Prescription bottles {remove label)
Rigid plastics
Single-use cups/lids (no straws or stirrers)

PLASTIC - NOT ACCEPTED:

Compostable plates/bags/utensils
Disposable razors
Ink/toner cartridges
Plastic bags, films, & wraps, shrink or bubble wrap
Mylar products such as chip bags, candy & power bar wrappers, helium balloons

Batteries - Recycle separately at the Recycling Center
Foil tops from yogurt containers
Hangers
Paint cans - Recycle separately ot the Recycling Center
Propane tanks
Razors
Scrap metal - Recycle separately at the Recycling Center
Sharps/needles
Spiral-wound containers (e.g. refrigerated cookie dough)
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GLASS — ACCEPTED:
v Beverage bottles & jars (clear or colors)

GLASS - NOT ACCEPTED:
